
Coach Card: Active Teaching of Classroom Rules 

Materials: Poster, chart, or other visible display of classroom rules 

Optional Materials: List of rules and contract for each student 

 

Ways to Praise: 

“ I like how Johnny is Completing his worksheet!” 

“Group 2 is doing a great job of working quietly!” 

“Suzy, I appreciate how you are raising your hand to ask a  

question during our discussion!” 

Use: to teach students classroom rules and behavioral expectations 

1. Display rules prominently. 

Provide copies (optional). 

2. Discuss rules with class, 

provide examples, model 

behaviors. 

3. Tell students you will be 

watching for rule-following 

behavior. 

4. Review 1 or 2 rules briefly 

each class period/day. 

5. Immediately praise  

students or groups for  

appropriate behavior. 

6. Monitor behaviors in 

class. Continue to review 

rules and give praise.
